The following is a small sample of the very real responsibilities of drone pilots.

Commercial and educational drone pilots have been trained and actively 
involved in safe drone flights on Temple University campuses, but recreational 
pilots must also know the rules. 

Drones have mass, 
and a falling drone 
can cause injury or 

damage.

Drones have 
propellers, which 
can cause injuries.

Drone flights 
can interfere 
with critical 
activities or 

manned 
flights.

Drone pilots must 
maintain awareness of 
conditions prior to and 

during their flights, 
including weather and 

Temporary Flight 
Restrictions (TFRs).
